Registration on receipt of
an Audiogram.

An assessment to identify any needs
you may have.

Specialist equipment following
assessed need e.g. pagers, alerting
devices, listening aids, textphones.

Information on local deaf clubs,
BSL interpreters, Lip reading
classes, etc.
