Pottery – AGATE WARE AND INLAID PORCELAIN 

Tutor:  John Dawson 

For students with some experience. 
Agate is a very hard stone with patches or concentric 
bands of colour. Agate ware in ceramics is brought about 
by introducing coloured clay into the white porcelain 
clay so you can get an almost marbled effect.  
On this course we will be looking at different techniques 
of introducing this coloured clay by either throwing or 
slabbing then polishing the surface to reveal the various 
colours. The inlaid work will also use coloured clay but to 
enhance surface markings. There will be no glaze 
involved as the polished porcelain when fired to 1250oC 
becomes almost like a satin glaze
