...between people of different beliefs and creating
a cohesive community is a priority in Wandsworth.

To help achieve it a
special group has been
set up to share
information, have an
input into council policy
and do what it can to
promote harmony.

The council and local
faith groups jointly
decided to set up the
Wandsworth Local
Strategic Partnership
Multi-Faith Sub-Group
following the
destruction of the Twin
Towers. It had its first
meeting in February
2002.

Using information from

the census, representatives of all the borough’s main
faiths and beliefs were invited to join, including Jews,

Muslims, Hindus, Christians, Buddhists and Sikhs. There
is also a representative from the police and public health
and the group is chaired by council leader Edward Lister.

One of the group’s roles is to support faith communities
to have an input into the work of the Local Strategic
Partnership. This group draws up and oversees the
Sustainable Community Strategy - the blueprint for how
the council and its partners plan to improve the lives of
Wandsworth people in the next 10 years.

The group also provides a useful forum to help quickly
resolve any problems or tensions in the community.

Last year issues discussed by the group included the
Extended Schools scheme, community cohesion, the
council’s faith directory and the Racial Incidents Panel.

The health and welfare of children and young people is a
frequent topic, including safeguarding policy and
legislation, drugs education and services for young
people.

The group supported the council’s decision to use
government funding to pilot faith literacy training for
youth workers, and support a DVD made by young people
from different beliefs describing a day in their lives.

This year the issues the group will be turning its attention
to include services for older people and disabled people.
They will also discuss what impact changes in the past

ten years have had on their place of faith.
The group met five times last year, and all members

An innovative south London environmental scheme has
been joined by its 100th Wandsworth business.

The Donna Margherita restaurant in Lavender Hill is the latest borough
business to join the Go Green scheme, which is spearheaded by
Southlondon.biz and supported by Wandsworth Council.

The Greening Business Officer for Wandsworth, Greice Tavares, has
been working hard with local companies to get them on board.

To take part they must tackle their waste and emissions by looking at
how they can make their energy use and waste management less
wasteful and more effective, improve recycling rates and draw up a
green action plan to take their business forward.

As well as helping the environment, the scheme also aims to help
businesses run more efficiently, enhance their image and save money.

Wandsworth is now recycling or composting
almost a quarter of its household waste, new
figures show.

The latest recycling statistics show the amount of rubbish
recycled has gone up from 22.9 per cent in 2006/7 to
24.6 per cent in 2007/8. This beats the government target
of 24 per cent and equates to 26,480 tonnes of refuse -
up 14 per cent on the previous year.

The council has been working hard to achieve these good
results, with a range of new measures brought in.

Orange recycling banks have been provided at more
blocks of flats and reusable recycling bags are
available to people living at privately-managed blocks
to make it easier for them to take items to their nearest
recycling bank

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Funding success for Putney
School of Art and Design

| The Learning and Skills
Council (LSC) has awarded
£600,000 towards the cost
of much-need improvements
to the Victorian building.

A further £158,000 will come from the council, and the final
£60,000 from the Friends of Putney School of Art.

The council took over the running of the school from South
Thames College in 1999. Since then it has gone from
strength to strength and extra studios are desperately
needed.

The art school will close on December 6 this year and
building work will start in the new year.

Classes will be held at temporary premises for two academic
terms. The council is currently looking for suitable premises
in Putney.

When it reopens, the Oxford Road building will have room for
up to 1,000 new student enrolments over a full year.

The school has won its funding bid,
which means ambitious expansion
5 plans can now go ahead.

It will have a new lift, an extended digital media suite, a new
painting studio and a new seminar room which will be used
for art history courses as well as offering facilities for film.

By adding more space the school will be able to reduce the
waiting lists for many of the courses. The improvement will
also significantly improve

access for people with i
mobility difficulties. e
