Closure of Salesian College and John Paul II School
Establishment of a new Voluntary Aided Catholic Secondary School

Part 1. Notice is given in accordance with section 15 (2) of the Education and Inspections Act 2006, that the Governing Body of Salesian College intends to discontinue Salesian College, Parkham Street, Battersea, London SW11 3PB, on 31 August 2011.

This proposal is related to Part 3 of this notice in that it is subject to the establishment of a new voluntary aided Catholic school in Battersea.
All pupils in Salesian College will have the right to transfer to the new Catholic school to be established in new buildings on the Parkham Street, Battersea site.  It is planned that pupils attending Salesian College at the time of closure will remain in the present buildings and move into new buildings scheduled to open in the 2012/13 academic year with construction beginning in the 2010/11 academic year. 

Part 2.  Notice is hereby given in accordance with section 15 (2) of the Education and Inspections Act 2006, that the Governing Body of John Paul II School intends to discontinue John Paul II School, Princes Way, Wimbledon, London SW19 6QE on 31 August 2011.
This proposal is related to Part 3 of this notice in that it is subject to the establishment of a new voluntary aided Catholic school in Battersea.

All pupils in John Paul II School will have the right to transfer to the new Catholic school to be established in Parkham Street, Battersea, London SW11 3PB (present Salesian College site).  It is planned that pupils attending John Paul II School at the time of closure will remain on the John Paul II site and move into the new school buildings when they are opened (see Part I).
Part 3.  Notice is given in accordance with section 10 (2) of the Education and Inspections Act 2006, that the Trustees of the Roman Catholic Diocese of Southwark, Archbishop’s House, 150 St George’s Road, London SE1 6HX and the Trustees of the Salesians of Don Bosco UK, Thornleigh House, Sharples Park, Bolton BL1 6PQ, intend to establish a new voluntary aided secondary school.  Consent has been given by the Secretary of State for Children, Schools and Families to publish this notice.
This proposal is related to Parts 1 and 2 of this notice in that it is subject to the discontinuance of Salesian College and John Paul II School.

It is proposed that the school will open  on 01 September 2011, initially in the existing buildings on the Salesian College and John Paul II sites, and will move into the new buildings in Parkham Street, Battersea, London SW11 3PB, which are expected to be ready in 2013. 
The vision for the new school is that it will be a very high achieving and inclusive school, serving the Catholic community in Wandsworth, with the educational approach of St John Bosco at its heart.  The proposers intend to apply to the Secretary of State for Children, Schools and Families for the school to be designated as having a Roman Catholic religious character. The new school building will be funded mainly through the Building Schools for the Future programme.
It is intended that the new school will have a Business and Enterprise specialism and have an extended schools programme providing a range of services and activities both inside and outside school hours for pupils, their families and the wider community. Application will be made to the Secretary of State for specialist school status from the date the school opens.
The new school will provide places for 1200 girls and boys between the ages of 11 and 18.  The sixth form of 150 students will begin when the school moves into the new buildings.

A new mixed year 7 intake (girls and boys) of 120 pupils (4 forms of entry) will be admitted to the Parkham Street, Battersea site from September 2011, mostly in existing school buildings, with some use of temporary classrooms until new buildings are ready, which is expected to be in 2013.  The new school buildings will be built on the Parkham Street, Battersea site and when completed the new school will admit a mixed intake (girls and boys) of 210 pupils a year (7 forms of entry). 
The new school buildings will be fully accessible and provide for a wide range of Special Education Needs including a Special Educational Needs Resource Base for 25 pupils with Autistic Spectrum Disorder.

The admission procedures for the new school will be determined by its Governing Body which will be the Admissions Authority for the school.  Procedures will be subject to consultation in accordance with the 2007 School Admissions Code and will work within the Pan London admissions arrangements.

The new school will be required to have regard to guidance on admissions issued by the Diocese of Southwark. Priority will be given to baptised Catholic children (looked after children who are baptised Catholics or looked after children residing with Catholic families will be given highest priority).  Where there are more applications from baptised Catholics than places available, priority will be given to those in named parishes in Wandsworth and surrounding areas.  Where there are places available after Catholic applicants have been considered, priority will be given to all other looked after children, children from other Christian denominations and children from other categories as determined by the Governing Body.
Consultation has been carried out in accordance with sections 10 and 16 of the Education and Inspections Act 2006.

A detailed travel plan will be submitted at the planning stage which will include consultation with Transport for London on the need for additional bus services.
