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Consultation on proposed permanent expansion of Beatrix Potter Primary School

Wandsworth, like many other London boroughs, is experiencing an exceptionally high demand for reception places in many of its primary schools. School roll projections suggest that the current situation is not a temporary increase but part of a continuing upward trend.

In order to meet demand, the Council created temporary additional places at a number of popular and oversubscribed schools for September 2009.

The main reason for the increase in demand is the rising birth rate in much of the London area. The Council’s pupil place projections show that the demand for extra places will continue to rise over the next few years.

The Council is therefore proposing to expand Beatrix Potter School and is seeking your views on its proposal.
Proposals for Beatrix Potter School

For Beatrix Potter, the Council’s proposal is to permanently enlarge the physical capacity of the school in order to accommodate extra pupils. 30 pupils will be added to the reception year group each year. The current admission number for the school is 30 and the proposed admission number will be 60, i.e. 2 forms of entry.

The preferred proposal is to replace the existing temporary classrooms with a stand alone new two storey building. This solution offers the least disruption to playground space and minimises the environmental impact
Initially, additional suitable temporary accommodation will be provided to accommodate the extra pupils, until new permanent accommodation is ready in 2012.  
The Council welcomes views from all those with an interest in Beatrix Potter School and I look forward to receiving your comments and suggestions.
