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Consultation on proposed permanent expansion of St Michael’s CE Primary School

Wandsworth, like many other London boroughs, is experiencing an exceptionally high demand for reception places in many of its primary schools. School roll projections suggest that the current situation is not a temporary increase but part of a continuing upward trend.

In order to meet demand, the Council created temporary additional places at a number of popular and oversubscribed schools for September 2009.

The main reason for the increase in demand is the rising birth rate in much of the London area. The Council’s pupil place projections show that the demand for extra places will continue to rise over the next few years.

The Council and the Governing Body of St Michael’s School are therefore proposing to expand the school and are seeking your views on the proposal.

Proposals for St Michael’s School
For St Michael’s, it is proposed to permanently enlarge the physical capacity of the school in order to accommodate extra pupils. 15 pupils will be added to the reception year group each year. The current admission number for the school is 45 and the proposed admission number will be 60, i.e. 2 forms of entry.
The proposed re-modelling of St Michael’s school consists of expanding the school to provide additional classrooms and break-out areas, a reception and office area and staff room on the ground floor accessed from Granville Road, the enlargement of the school hall, additional small group teaching spaces and music practice rooms. The scheme has been developed in consultation with the school community and local residents. The proposals minimise the loss of playground space and include proposals for an all weather surface in the garden area. The planning application is due to be made at the end of September. The drawings will be available on the Council’s planning website during October 2009.
Initially, additional suitable temporary accommodation will be provided to accommodate the extra pupils, until new permanent accommodation is ready in 2012.  
The Council, and the Governing Body of the school, welcomes views from all those with an interest in St Michael’s School. I look forward to receiving your comments and suggestions on the attached form.
