1. Introduction 

1.1. This Statement of Consultation has been prepared to detail how Wandsworth Council 

has complied with the consultation requirements prescribed in the Town and Country 

Planning (Local Planning) (England) Regulations 2012 (as amended). This version of 

the Statement of Consultation follows the conclusion of the Publication (Regulation 19) 

consultation and is intended to accompany the submission of the Wandsworth Draft 

Local Plan (Partial Review) to the Secretary of State. 

 

1.2. This Statement of Consultation describes how the Council has undertaken public 

consultation and stakeholder involvement in the production of the Local Plan Partial 

Review to date, setting out how such efforts have shaped the Plan. It includes the key 

and main issues raised by representations and the Council’s responses where 

appropriate. 

 

1.3. This Statement has been prepared in accordance with Regulation 22 of the Town and 

Country Planning (Local Planning) (England) Regulations 2012 (as amended), which 

requires, at part (c), the publication of a statement setting out: 

 

i. Which bodies and persons the local planning authority invited to make representations 

under Regulation 18 

ii. How those bodies and persons were invited to make representations under Regulation 

18 

iii. A summary of the main issues raised by the representations made pursuant to 

Regulation 18 

iv. How many representations made pursuant to Regulation 18 have been taken into 

account 

v. If representations were made pursuant to Regulation 20, the number of representations 

made, and a summary of the main issues raised in those representations 

 

1.4.  This Statement sets out details on the Regulation 18 and 19 consultations undertaken, 

which were carried out in accordance with the requirements of the Town and Country 

Planning (Local Planning) (England) Regulations 2012. It also demonstrates that public 

involvement is consistent with the Council’s adopted Statement of Community 

Involvement (SCI). 

 

1.5. Pursuant to the requirements of Regulation 22, this version of the Statement has been 

updated prior to the submission of the Wandsworth Draft Local Plan (Partial Review) to 

the Secretary of State to include a copy of any representations made under Regulation 

20 and a summary of the main issues raised in those representations. 

 

1.6. A separate Duty to Co-operate Statement has been published to cover the engagement 

that has taken place with adjoining Boroughs and prescribed duty to co-operate bodies. 

It also addresses the context for subregional and London-wide joint working, informing 

the stages of preparing the Local Plan in line with the requirements of the NPPF. 
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2. Background and Local Plan Stages 

 

2.1. Wandsworth’s adopted Local Plan (2023-2038) sets out policies and site allocations that 

will guide development in the borough over the next 15 years. The Local Plan Partial 

Review commenced alongside the adoption of the Local Plan in July 2023, aiming to 

embed the Council’s ambitions for a fairer, more compassionate, and more sustainable 

borough, with a particular focus on maximising the creation and delivery of genuinely 

affordable housing for residents, particularly social rent. 

 

Overview of consultation 

 

2.2. The Local Plan was subject to two formal stages of public consultation in line with the 

Town and Country Planning (Local Planning) (England) Regulations 2012:

Pre-Publication Local Plan (Regulation 18 Stage) 

2.3. The Local Plan Partial Review was initiated to review and update housing policies as 

they relate to increasing the provision of genuinely affordable housing for local people, 

including maximising the delivery of homes for social rent. 

 

2.4. The Regulation 18 Statement set out the Council’s ambitions for reviewing and updating 

Policy LP23 Affordable Housing and other policies as they relate to strengthening 

provision of homes for social rent for local people, together with any other consequential 

changes necessary for consistency across the Plan.  It sought: 

• To strengthen the Local Plan policy by setting out a clear policy requirement 

for new housing developments in the borough to provide at least 50% of 

dwellings as affordable homes delivered on site; 

• A greater proportion of all new affordable homes to be genuinely affordable, 

preferably a 70/30 split in favour of social rent; 

• To require affordable housing from small sites below the current threshold of 

10 or more homes (gross). 

 

2.5. A six week consultation under Regulation 18 ran from 23 October to 4 December 2023. 

 

2.6. The Draft Local Plan Partial Review consultation material published on the Council’s 

website included the following documents: 

• Regulation 18 Statement  

• Regulation 18 Sustainability Appraisal  

• Equality Impact and Needs Analysis 

• Habitat Screening Assessment

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2.7. The Council consults extensively on all planning documents and has an ever-evolving 

consultee database stored on Keystone Objective, an engagement system. This system 

is updated at each consultation event or when notified by consultees. All Specific 

Consultees (as identified under Part 1 of the ‘Regulations’) were also consulted. In 

addition, the Keystone Objective consultee database ensures that all interested parties 

who have previously expressed an interest or commented are notified by means of email 

or letter.  Over 2,000 consultees were consulted as set out in Appendix 1. 

 

2.8. A comprehensive effort was undertaken in advertising the consultation and engaging the 

community in the Local Plan process. The dedicated webpage for the consultation 

process contained a link to an online consultation form created using Keystone 

Objective. The form had 10 questions which required respondents to state whether the 

agreed or objected. This is set out in Appendix 2G. 

 

2.9. The consultation form was also available to download and complete as a form-fillable 

PDF and submit via email to planningpolicy@wandsworth.gov.uk or by post to: Planning 

Policy Team, Town Hall, Wandsworth.  The email address is a direct line to the Planning 

Policy team and is checked on a daily basis. 

 

2.10. Publicity methods used to promote the consultation included the following: 

 

Email/Letters 

• A direct notification email and/or letter was sent to all subscribers to the Council’s 

Local Plan consultee database (approximately 2,000 residents, local businesses 

and organisations and statutory consultees).  

Posters 

• Digital Posters were put up at 25 locations across the borough for the final two 

weeks of the consultation period. Digital posters are the electronic billboard 

screens in public areas such as at bus shelters.  See Appendix 2C. 

Summary Leaflets 

• Feature in Brightside October 2023 edition which is the magazine of Wandsworth 

Council and contains a range of information about services and events (140,000 

residents), Brightside Online (23,000 residents). 

• Homelife magazine article December 2023, which is the Council’s housing 

newsletter. 

Social Media 

• In addition, the Council used social media to publicise the consultation. The 

Council posted to its X account on the 8 November 2023, and its Instagram 

account on 23rd November 2023, with videos about the partial review and a link 

to Citizenspace for comments and responses.

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2.11. In total, comments were received to the Regulation 18 consultation from 228 

respondents, including from prescribed Duty to Co-operate bodies.  All comments 

submitted have been fully considered and an individual officer response setting out how 

the comment has or will be taken into account has been formulated and available in 

Appendix 2F. 

 

2.12. A summary of the main issues raised and how these have been addressed in the Local 

Plan has been included in Appendix 2D. 

 

Informal Engagement Post-Regulation 18 Stage 

 

2.13. Following the conclusion of the Regulation 18 stage consultation and the preparation of 

the draft policies, the Council’s Spatial Planning team have worked with the corporate 

Communications team to devise a consultation strategy with the express aim of 

identifying individuals and organisations who may have a direct interest in the changes 

being made to the Local Plan, with a particular focus on those whom would not ordinarily 

be represented or otherwise involve themselves in Local Plan consultations.  This had 

led the team to identify existing forums, such as Wandsworth's Area Housing Panels, 

the Borough Residents Forum and the networks of known voluntary and community 

sector groups, to introduce and explain the purposes of the plan and the reasons for its 

review.  

 

2.14. Specific consultation was undertaken in the form of workshops and presentations to 

these groups.  An example of the presentation given is attached at Appendix 2C.  It offers 

an overview of the role of planning generally, the production of the Local Plan and the 

reasons behind the review.   

 

2.15. The team have also been actively involved in writing articles for existing publications, 

such as Homelife, Brightside and the SEND newsletter to help familiarise these groups 

with the Local Plan process.  The ultimate ambition is that these groups will engage 

more in the Local Plan in future stages because they are informed of the reason for the 

engagement and the timing of the formal consultation stages. 

 

Area Housing Panels 

 

2.16. The Council operates a quarterly series of Housing Panel meetings based on the areas 

of the borough (West, Central, Southern and Eastern).  These meetings invite residents 

associations from Council and other affordable housing estates to hold regular 

discussions on issues of interest to them (including management, maintenance and 

organisational issues).  During the pre-Regulation 19 period, officers attended all of the 

Area Housing Panels in the May/June, September/October 2024 and 

December/January 2024/25 cycles, introducing planning and planning policy in the first 

meetings and following up with an update on progress with Local Plan Partial Review in 

the second and third.   

 

2.17. Representatives of the four Area Panels attend the Borough Residents Form twice a 

year.  Policy officers attended the Forum in November 2023 and November 2024 to 

discuss the Local Plan Partial Review.

Voluntary and Community Services workshop 

 

2.18. On the 2nd October 2024, a workshop was held for Voluntary and Community Sector 

organisations involved in supporting and advising people with housing issues. Members 

of voluntary and community groups in Wandsworth were invited to take part in a 

workshop on the Local Plan Partial Review.  Officers from the Council provided an 

overview on the planning process, planning policy and an update on the Local Plan 

Partial Review process.  Those that wished to be included on the Local Plan database 

were added.  

 

2.19. The group had a discussion about the need for more affordable homes in the borough, 

and spoke at length about inadequate temporary accommodation and the lack of 

appropriate housing for those most in need.   The group discussed different types of 

people in the borough who would need a variety of types of housing products – for 

example, older people in the borough need suitably sized accommodation that does not 

isolate them from their community or peers, rough sleepers with substance 

dependencies would need specialist supported housing, and families with children and 

young people with impaired mobility would need specially adapted affordable housing.   

 

2.20. Consultation methods were discussed at length, and suggestions were made as to how 

the Council could make the consultation process more inclusive to allow more people in 

the borough to take part. Suggestions included video-conferencing, simplifying the 

consultation portal and using community drop-in sessions to consult with the public on 

the proposals.   

 

Annual Residents’ Conference 

 

2.21. The Council organises an annual conference for Council tenants and leaseholders who 

are, or would like to be, actively involved in the housing departments formal and informal 

participation structures (including the Area Panels).  The conference took place on 

October 23th 2024.  Officers from the Spatial Planning team were present at the 

lunchtime networking session to discuss with residents the Local Plan and its 

implications for housing policies. 

 

Publication Local Plan (Regulation 19 Stage) 

2.22. Having reviewed and analysed all responses received, prepared further evidence, and 

undertaken active and ongoing engagement with Duty to Co-operate bodies, the Council 

prepared draft policies which it approved for formal consultation under Regulation 19. 

 

2.23. Formal public consultation on the Publication Local Plan was carried out in accordance 

with Regulation 19 of the Town and Country Planning (Local Planning) (England) 

Regulations 2012 for a six week period between 13th January 2025 and 24th February 

2025.  

 

2.24. The Town and Country Planning (Local Planning) (England) Regulations 2012 state that 

the local planning authority must notify interested parties and individuals, including the 

prescribed bodies defined in the Regulations, invite comment, and must take into 

consideration the representations made in response 

 

2.25. Documents made available for comment at the Regulation 19 stage included: 
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• Publication Local Plan, setting out the draft policies the Council intends to 

adopt 

• Sustainability Appraisal of the Publication Local Plan, setting out how the 

economic, environmental and social effects that may arise from the Local Plan 

have been assessed and taken account of in developing the policies 

• Habitat Regulations Assessment of the Publication Local Plan, setting out 

whether the Publication Local Plan, alone, or in combination with other plans 

or projects, is likely to have a significant effect on any international / European 

nature conservation site 

• Equalities Impacts and Needs Assessment, assessing any impacts of 

Publication Local Plan on protected equalities characteristics 

• Health Impact Assessment, assessing any impacts of the Publication Local 

Plan on health outcomes 

• Statement of Consultation, setting out how the Council had undertaken 

consultation as part of the process of preparing the Regulation 19 policies 

• Duty to Co-operate Statement, setting out how the Council had fulfilled its legal 

obligations under the Duty to Co-operate as part of the process of preparing 

the Regulation 19 policies 

• A number of evidence base documents which have informed the preparation 

of the Regulation 19 policies, including a Whole Plan Viability assessment, 

Housing Needs Assessment and Housing Background Topic Paper 

 

2.26 These documents remain available for inspection at 

www.wandsworth.gov.uk/LocalPlanReview. An archived version of the consultation 

portal is available at https://wandsworth-consult.objective.co.uk 

 

2.26. As stated above, the Council consults extensively on all planning documents and has 

an ever-evolving consultee database stored on Keystone Objective, an engagement 

system. This system is updated at each consultation event or when notified by 

consultees. All Specific Consultees (as identified under Part 1 of the ‘Regulations’) were 

also consulted. In addition, the Keystone Objective consultee database ensures that all 

interested parties who have previously expressed an interest or commented are notified 

by means of email or letter.  Over 2,000 consultees were consulted as set out in 

Appendix 1. 

 

2.27. Responses to the Regulation 19 consultation were welcomed using the Keystone 

Objective portal specifically developed for the consultation, or by email or letter. The 

consultation portal contained a list of specific questions intended to ensure 

representations were submitted in a format most helpful to the Inspector. These 

questions are set out in Appendix 3H. 

 

2.28. The consultation form was also available to download and complete and submit via 

email to planningpolicy@wandsworth.gov.uk or by post to: Planning Policy Team, Town 

Hall, Wandsworth.   

 

2.29. Paper copies of the consultation materials were made available in the Wandsworth Town 

Hall and all local libraries, alongside copies of the response form.

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2.30. A non-technical (Easy Read) summary of the Local Plan Partial Review was also 

prepared and intended to provide a quick introduction to the Local Plan Partial Review 

prior to reviewing the formal consultation material.

These were displayed in Council and community noticeboards, in Council reception 

areas, in local libraries, and distributed digitally to voluntary sector groups and 

residents’ associations. A copy of this poster and flyer, and photographs of example 

displays are provided at Appendix 3C. 

Information Events 

• Officers from the Council were available in the following public locations to provide 

further information with copies of the consultation material. These locations were 

shared with residents’ associations and groups in advance. A photography of an 

example set-up of an information event is provided at Appendix 3C.

• Officers from the Council invited a number of neighbouring authorities, the GLA 

and prescribed bodies to have individual meetings where the consultation could 

be discussed. Meetings took place in January and February 2025 with the GLA, 

the London Boroughs of Hammersmith & Fulham, Kensington & Chelsea, 

Kingston, Lambeth, Merton and Westminster, the Marine Management 

Organisation, National Highways, the Port of London Authority and Western 

Riverside Waste Authority.
